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More than 130 Bhopal survivors began their 800 km march on foot from Bhopal to New Delhi on February 20 2006, demanding justice and a life of dignity for those affected by the 1984 Bhopal Gas Disaster and those poisoned since by ground water contaminated with Carbide chemicals. They expect to meet the Prime Minister at the end of their march and present the following six demands:
1. National Commission on Bhopal: Set up a National Commission on Bhopal to address health and economic needs of the impacted community.

2. Provide Safe Drinking Water: Commit full funds to provide clean Kolar water to those drinking poisoned water.

3. Prosecute Union Carbide and Anderson: Set up a Special Prosecution Cell to pursue Bhopal's outstanding fugitives.
4. Make Dow Clean Up and Pay: Properly assess the contamination and require Dow to clean it up.
5. Blacklist Dow and Union Carbide: Stop Gov't purchase of Dow products and Dow's expansion in India until Dow faces its liabilities.
6. Remember Bhopal: Do not undertake any activities to memorialize the disaster without full survivor support and participation; declare the anniversary a national holiday.
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Worst Industrial Accident:


The BHOPAL TRAGEDY





On the night of December 2nd, 1984, over 40 tons of lethal methyl isocyanate (MIC) gas spilled out from Union Carbide's pesticide factory in Bhopal, India.  In the first three days after the accident, over 8,000 people died in Bhopal, mainly from cardiac and respiratory arrest.





20,000 people have died to date from exposure-related illnesses & 120,000 remain chronically ill.





Justice has eluded the people of Bhopal for 21 years.  Union Carbide left India without cleaning up or adequately compensating survivors.  In February 2001, Michigan-based Dow Chemical bought Union Carbide – and its liabilities, including the Bhopal disaster.





Dow refuses to take responsibility and clean up Bhopal, despite the fact that thousands living in vicinity of the factory continue to be exposed to toxic chemicals through groundwater and soil contamination.





The Indian Government has been utterly slow in disbursing the relief fund to the survivors and has done practically nothing to improve their life including clean drinking water and proper treatment of the gas affected. So the Bhopalis decided to walk 800km to put forth their demands before the Prime Minister.
